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MAYSVILLE HIGH SCHOOL
COMMUNITY SERVICE GUIDELINES

Purpose
The Maysville Board of Education feels that it is important for the students in Maysville Public Schools to become involved in their community through community service participation. The board feels that this process will instill a sense of pride and understanding with the community. To accomplish this goal, the board feels that it is necessary for the students to complete five (5) hours of community service in order to graduate from Maysville High School.
Procedure
Students may begin fulfilling this requirement at the beginning of their freshman or ninth grade year and must complete the requirement on or before the end of spring break of their senior or twelfth grade year. These hours cannot be completed as a member of another school, community, or civic organization. The service provided can be for any civic or community organization, department, or individual community member other than a relative within the immediate fumily. Immediate fumily includes parent, grandparent (including step-relations), brother, sister, aunt, or uncle. All activities must be approved by the administration or designee prior to the service being provided. Before credit will be given, a short evaluation must be completed by the student and by the supervisor of the activity. If there are any questions or further information is needed, students and parents may contact the principal or high school counselor.
